1 to 3 Months before the
Big Day:

Address and mail
wedding invitations
Buy wedding
attendant’s gifts

selections and
arrangements

Make sure all of the
vendors have deposits

1 to 2 Weeks before the Big
Day:

v Notify caterer of final
guest count

v Arrange head table
setting and guest
table seating

v Pick up wedding gown
and all bridesmaids.
gowns

v Reconfirm all final
arrangements with
clergy, florist, caterer,
reception facility

v Remind all attendants
and close family of
rehearsal dinner
details

v Pack for honeymoon if
it is immediately after
wedding

v Obtain marriage
license if have not
done yet

v Look through your
wedding planning
notebook and make
sure every aspect of
the wedding is
covered

v Make a rough time
schedule of entire
wedding and
reception and review
it

1 to 3 Days before the Big
Day:

v Attend rehearsal and
rehearsal dinner and
give attendants gifts

v Pack everything you
will need at the
church and reception
including all
emergency items

The Big Day

v Go to appointment
with hair stylist and
make up stylist

v Allow two to three
Hours to get dressed
And ready to walk
Down the aisle
